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REMARKS REGARDING THE FINAL REPORT 





General: 


All amounts are given in both Norwegian kroner (NKR) and ECUs with a currency rate of 7,9. Each table are followed by copies of invoices or other documents corresponding to invoice numbers in the tables. The folder does only contain the tables that we have actually used, thus blank tables have not been returned.  





The budget items in the original application (7a on the application form) are not the same as those in the report (Part 4, table 1). Consequently, there is no basis for strictly keeping to the rules limiting transfer between posts to 20%.





Budget item C in Part 4, table 1 is labeled "not applicable to Erasmus Thematic Networks Projects".  However, the specific rules on eligible expenditure do not exclude software from eligibility (Annex 2, B, vii, d).  We have listed a CD-rom here with an academic database necessary for the project.





Travel, accommodation and subsistence: 


In general payment for travels, subsistence and accommodation for administrating institution and partner institutions have been taken care of in two ways:





The person traveling for the project have paid the expenses relating to the trip and has subsequently been refunded by the project. The breakdown of expenses related to refunding can be found in the travel claims attached. The travel claims are organized in alphabetical order by the name of the traveler. The claims have also been given a voucher number by the accounts department which in this case corresponds to the number indicated in the field “invoice number” in the tables.   





In some cases invoices for tickets and accommodation has been sent directly to the project office, and are thus not accounted for by travel claims. The invoice numbers entered in the tables in the final report form correspond to the voucher numbers stamped on the original invoice by the accounts department. 





The entries in the table will in some cases show a combination of the two practices explained above. The most common being that the project office has taken care of ordering and paying for air tickets (in cooperation with our travel agent to get the best fares) and the traveler has taken care of other expenses until refunding. 





Due to a mistake made by the accounts department a few of the invoices have been charged to the wrong account. This has been corrected and is indicated by a reposting voucher attached to the other documents related to that particular posting. 





On sheet nr. 1, Travel etc., we have listed a trip Bergen/Brussels/Budapest/Stockholm, made by Koenraad De Smedt. The eligibility of part of this trip must be left up to your discretion. When applying the rules strictly, the part to Budapest will not be eligible.  However, we bring to your attention that the conference in question was organized by the EAIE, which is an EU-based association and the fee was paid to Amsterdam. If you choose to be strict, we suggest you subtract the subsistence costs for the stay in Budapest, ca. ECU 678.
